Clothing Exchange Report~

Moving to a new place having no idea what you are in for in the weather department.  Being so poor you wondered how you were going to put warm clothes on your family.  Parents who fail to provide adequate, season appropriate clothes for their child.  Those are a few of the stories I heard from people who came to the recent Clothing Exchange.  One family told me of moving here less than a month ago from Florida, not having any idea how cold it could get.  The Mom said, “In winter where we came from, it never gets below 50.  It is really cold here.”  She has no idea.  However, after visiting the building on Saturday, she is now prepared.  She didn’t leave with just hoodies and long pants (which is what she came for), but winter coats, mittens, hats, boots and socks for her entire family.  An older gentlemen told me he had a winter coat, but it was too short.  This time he found a long London Fog wool coat. He was excited to know that he would be very warm this winter. (He also found some dancing shoes and was preparing to try them out at the next polka festival that he and his wife like to attend!) More than 530 people were served this last weekend.  There were people from York, Geneva, Henderson, McCool, Seward, and other places nearby.  There were folks from Epworth, Mosaic, and the children’s home in Henderson.  Everyone was grateful!

It is interesting to note that an increasing number of people from the community are donating to this event.  I have things show up on my porch in August with a note that says they are for the Clothing Giveaway.  People call LONG before the date is announced to ask when it will take place and if they can bring things.  Some drop off things on the porch of the church office.  And it is not just the community who anticipates the coming Clothing Exchange.  One person amongst us even scheduled her surgery around the event so she would be able to help out!  People (besides me!) inside and outside the church look forward to this!

What you do to help with this event really matters!  If you think you only do a small part, you should know that your “small part” can make a difference in someone’s life.  Whether you donate your unwanted clothing, spend time sorting and organizing, make new clothing racks, greet the people who come on Saturday morning or help clean up afterwards, you are serving the folks in the community and making a difference in their lives.  You are showing them the love of Christ without asking for anything in return.  John the Baptist advised his followers, "The man with two tunics should share with him who has none."  (Luke 3:11)  You have done this for the people of York.  Thank you for being a part of this ministry!
