The mountain of clothing to be sorted was so big that I was not sure we had enough faith, time, or manpower to move it.  But, it got done.  As with Gideon, God made it hard so that no humans could take credit.

     Included in this process were several little miracles.  First, the courier at The ReVue dropped off their leftovers at our storage place instead of getting us to pick them up.  Second, the Trade & Transaction Advantage newspaper featured our event!  I love free advertising.  Third, a very special family at East Hill offered to take away all the leftovers and drop them at Blue Valley and the Orphan Grain Train warehouse!  That means that working together with people inside and outside the church, we successfully met the needs of a huge number of people.

     Thanks to all your efforts, donations and generosity, we met the needs of more than 600 people!  More than 350 people from York came to visit on Saturday.  At 8 am, when we opened the doors, 135 were standing in a line that went down the drive and onto the sidewalk.  Some of them were waiting at the door at 7 am.  There were folks from all walks of life; boys from Epworth and adults from Mosaic who left with a sacks of clothing.  There were approximately 250 from the East Hill family and extended family who came through on Thursday and Friday to find what they needed.  Many familiar faces and many new ones came to visit.  

     I will end with a humorous comment that keeps me chuckling.  A s one gentleman was leaving he said to me, “I think I’ve seen you at every one of these things.  I bet I’ll see you at the next one, too.”  Wow.  That means he has been here every time.  It is so exciting that people know we will continue to meet their needs!  Thank you, East Hill!
